Aim: To know who’s who in a Medieval village (Cosmeston).

        To understand the level of importance placed upon each villager

Starter
Pupils will look at pictures of villagers on the board and will be asked who they think the most important and least important people are – based only on what they see. This can then be compared to their answers to the questions at the end of the lesson.

Learning Activities
1. Paired work – each pair will use the character card they have been given to tell everyone they meet about themselves. As they meet new villagers they must record a few (2-3) facts about those characters on their sheets. (15 min)

2. Once pupils have gathered their information they must put themselves in order of importance (most important on one side of the room and create a semi-circle round to the least important). As a class, pupils will discuss who they feel is the most important – Teachers can challenge any stereotypes that the class come up with, eg. Lady of the Manor might not been seen as important but is left in charge when her husband is away. (10 min)

3. Pupils will again work in pairs and use the names of the characters to create a pyramid of importance, 1=most important  13=least important. Pupils will need to write these on their sheets and can refer back to the notes they made earlier. (5 min)

4. Pupils will then use all the information they have gathered and discussed to answer the questions on the sheet. (10 min)

Plenary

· Individuals will be picked to come to the front and read from one of the character cards. They must NOT say who they are – read the information and the class must guess who it is. (5 min)

· Pupils will compare what they thought about the importance of villagers at the start to what they know at the end.

Learning Outcomes

· All pupils will know who lived in a medieval village
· All pupils will understand the level of importance each villager held and why
