Lesson Notes for Mind Map


Introduction – Slide 1

· Ask pupils if they know what it is – they might have done them in primary school
· Talk about how the brain works in a certain way, and there are things we can do to help our brains absorb and process information

Slide 2

· Mind map will come up on its own first without black box 
· Get pupils to study it carefully before clicking to reveal the black box – this will help them to see the full effect

· Try to get pupils to point out what the rules/key features might be. 

· You could get pupils to come to the front to point out rules/key features.

Slide 3

· [It would be good to have laminated copies of these to use with pupils in all years one between two.]
· Give out copies of the rules to pupils.

· Go through the rules on-by one. Point out things like, the brain likes images, colour, wavy lines, key words. These help trigger memories of what you’ve learned and helps the brain make connections. It doesn’t like super straight, vertical lines. 

Slide 4

· Get pupils to identify the rules (on laminated sheets in front of them) on the mind map
Slide 7

· point out that all the mind maps were slightly different
Slide 8

· Go through the rules one-by-one, applying them to the topic.
· Differentiated mind map available with main branches/key words on.
