The Battle of Hastings

Lesson 1

Aim:

Students will understand the main reasons why William won th Battle of Hastings

Resources:

· Video – ‘Battle of Hastings’ – Battlefield Britain

· Picture of Battle

Objectives:

Students are to watch battle and tick off scenes from dvd as they progress through the video. They can colour the picture as they watch or complete it for homework.

Lesson 2 (optional)

Aim:

Students are to experience the main events of the Battle of Hastings through an ‘Action replay’ to be acted out in the classroom or outside.

Resources:

· Thinking History handout

Objectives

Students will act out the Battle of Hastings. They will have instructions and could bring artefacts to help make it more realistic?

Lesson 3-5

1066 News Bulletin

Aims: 

· To demonstrate your knowledge and understanding of why William won the Battle of Hastings.

· To evaluate the possible reasons why William won the Battle of Hastings.

How? 

· Group work and role play

Time:

· 3 lessons – 2 for writing, 1 for acting out

Tips:

· Pupils need to be in groups of four, make groups bigger (5) rather than smaller.

· In groups of 5, fifth person could be a witness to the battle who is interviewed.

·  Check pupils know what a news bulletin is, and looks like.

· Discuss with pupils the difference between open and closed questions to try to avoid one word answers.

· Try to encourage pupils to evaluate the reasons why William won, i.e. most important.

· Maybe encourage more able pupils to think about the different responses a Norman Knight and English soldier would give.
