· You will be assessed on:  

A01a – Historical knowledge and understanding 
        

(10 marks)

· detailed and relevant knowledge

A01b – Explanation, analysis and judgement of issue          

(10marks)

· arguing for and against each aspect of the interpretation put forward in the question

· sustained judgement throughout the question

A02a – Analysis and evaluation of sources                            

(28 marks)

· sources used to support/contradict a view

· analysis of the usefulness of the sources

A02b - Analysis and evaluation of interpretations                  

(32marks)

· discussion of at least two historiographical interpretations of the July Bomb Plot 

· analysis of the context of these interpretations to assess reliability

· Total marks – 60

· All work must be kept (including rough notes) as evidence that work has been completed independently. This work can be called for by the Exam Board if there is any doubt.

· Word limit – 3500 

· You must use 12-15 sources (no more than 1-2 from the internet).  You must find most of these sources yourself.   You must look for a variety of sources, which contain more than one interpretation and that are primary and secondary.

· Your work must be word processed and include the following:-

1. Sources that are labelled (with their attributions) clearly in the body of the essay

2. Additional sources and school sources must be clearly identified 

3. Numbered pages 

4. Word count

5. Bibliography

By start of Year 13 – Read about the July Bomb Plot and start gathering evidence for and against the interpretation. Particularly read two different historian’s accounts of the Bomb Plot and summarise the main interpretations ready to feedback to class
