The top 12 photos and descriptions will be made into a digital calendar and published on the 
school’s website for next year. If there are sufficient numbers each winner will receive a 
hard copy of the calendar.  
 
We are happy that both pupils and staff use digital camera phones to take their pictures 
but we operate on a basis of trust. We are relaxing our normal rule about using these to run 
the competition. We do not expect people to bring in expensive digital cameras nor can we 
be held responsible for those who do.
